Tthe grass development is slightly inhibited, as it was planted this early winter (after the winter dormancy phase had
already entered).

We expect to have well-developed grass later this spring, at which time you will not be able to see the grids at all.

My partner and | have just submitted our application for a minor land partition and had hoped to obtain a zoning permit
for shared driveway and curb-cut for our home and the proposed new home, at the same time. We believed we had
spoken to all the people we needed to regarding the material we intend to use. In our submittal meeting today, with Kim
from the Planning and Zoning Dept., she told us that we would also need to have approval for the permeable material
from Planning and Zoning, and from you specifically, before we could obtain the permit. Below I've pasted in our
correspondence with Mike Ebeling and included the website for the material we're proposing. Can you give us the go-
ahead from the Planning and Zoning Dept.?

We realize that this product is a departure from the standard asphalt, concrete, paver protocol but we believe that it is in
keeping with Portland's desire for sustainable green building practices and it has a considerable history of use in Europe.
We see it as diminishing the strain on the stormwater system as well as providing a beautiful shared space between two
closely situated houses rather than the typical hard surface. Our site is basically flat. Our site plan is on file at the BDS.

Hello Mike,

You've had an ongoing conversation with our landscape designer regarding use of turfstone for a driveway at <deleted>
SE 58th, site of our existing home and ongoing project. She forwarded me the conversation and | have a couple more
guestions to ask.

How do we deal with the discrepancy between what the planning and zoning people have told us about turfstone and
what you're saying? Although the BES and ostensibly the Planning and Zoning folks all agree it's a good thing we've been
told it's not on the list of acceptable building materials (concrete, asphalt and pavers) and is therefore subject to a
variance process. Can you point to the page in the code that we might show to such people regarding its acceptability?
[Ebeling, Mike] There is no difference.

And secondly, the substance we want to use is called Eco-Terr. It provides a stable driving surface and also the look of
lawn, which turfstone does not. It is made from recycled plastic and comes in the form of an interlocking grid that is laid
over a bed of gravel and sand, just as pavers would be. Eco-Terr has been in use in Germany and I'm sure we can gather
the infiltration test results to support its use here. The building department though, views the driveway as a structure with
only specifically aproved substances allowed. Who can give us the final go-ahead on our substance of choice?
